Roger Clark was a great friend of the
Merimbula Jazz Festival and also a
regular contributor, attending over
many years.

Roger lived a rich and multi-faceted
life — as a businessman, farmer,
musician, teacher, mentor and
family man but his life was never
only about business.

Music was always at the centre of
who he was.

A passionate saxophonist, he
became a driving force in Australia’s
jazz scene. In 1998 he founded
Dizzy’s Jazz Club, which he ran

for more than 20 years. Under his
stewardship it became a legendary
venue in Melbourne, hosting some of
the finest local and international jazz
artists while also giving a stage and
a start to countless young musicians
who would go on to become

leaders in the Australian jazz and
contemporary music scene.

il
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He was involved in jazz communities
across Melbourne, Merimbula

and Townsville, where he played,
mentored and encouraged musicians
of all ages. Through music he formed
lifelong friendships and inspired
many people to pursue their craft.

A photo of Roger, playing music

with his son Rory, and grandson
Oscar, was the inspiration for the
2025 Merimbula Jazz Festival
poster. It reflected both Roger’s

and the festival’s philosophy of
encouragement of youth and the joy
of music across the generations.

The photo was recreated in life when
the three generations took to the
stage at the Jazz Party in June 2025.

The Merimbula Jazz Festival warmly
welcomes Rory Clark and his

sons, Remy and Oscar to the 44th
Merimbula Jazz Festival.
